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Catron County Citizens Group, Inc.
A Private, Non-profit Organization

Article I: Name
The name of the corporation is the Catron County Citizens Group, Inc, hereinafter called CCCG.
Article II; Offices

The principal offices of the CCCG shall be located at a place to be designated by the Board of Directors.
The area served by the CCCG shall be the county of Catron, New Mexico. The CCCG may have such
offices as the Board of Directors may designate or as the business of the CCCG shall require from time to
time. :

Article I1I: Purpose

The purpose for which the CCCG is organized is to serve as a forum to enable people with different views
to openly and honestly discuss issues that concern Catron County, New Mexico; to find common ground
in order to take action on projects that ensure an economic, social, and environmentally sound future. The
CCCG may perform any or all actions that are legal under the laws of the State of New Mexico and
United States of America to accomplish its goals. The CCCG works collaboratively to accomplish the
following goals: .

(1) Promote land stewardship;

(2) Promote local economy; and

(3) Reduce stress.

To this end, the CCCG continues its organizing and consensus building to accomplish the following tasks:

(1) Maintain and strengthen a collaborative planning and decision making process involving a
diverse range of stakeholder groups for both forest and range health and economic development
projects;

(2) Improve watershed health through ecosystem management involving the planning,
implementation and monitoring of forest restoration and watershed improvement projects;

(3) Improve watershed health and develop stability within the ranching industry by linking scientific
knowledge and monitoring to rangeland management;

(4) Develop an economically sustainable, environmentally and socially responsible forest products
industry; and

(5) Provide economic opportunity for youths, young adults and other community members.

Article IV: Membership
Section 1. Membership. Membership shall be open to any individual who applies and demonstrates a
positive interest in the purposes of the CCCG. Membership may include representatives from State,
Federal, Tribal, Local Governments, and Private Sectors.
The Board of Directors may determine from time to time additional qualifications for membership.
Section 2. Voting Rights. Each member shall be entitled to cast one vote, either in person or by proxy,

for election of Directors and any question before the meeting. Only members residing in the county of
Catron shall have the right to vote for Directors.



Section 3. Roll of Members. The Secretary of the CCCG shall keep the membership list, which may be
relied upon as a true and accurate list of the members of the CCCG.

Section 4. Transfer of Membership. Membership in the CCCG shall not be transferable or assignable.
Article V: Meetings of the Members

Section 1. Annual Meeting. The annual meeting of the members of the CCCG shall be held in the month
of April, or as soon thereafter as it may be conveniently held each year, beginning with the year 2000, for
the purpose of electing directors and for the purpose of transacting such business as may come before the
meeting,.

Section 2. Special Meetings. Special meetings of the members may be called by the President, by a
majority of the Board of Directors or by written petition signed by not less than one-tenth of the members
authorized to vote by the by-laws.

Section 3. Place of Meeting. The Board of Directors may designate any place within the county of
Catron, New Mexico, as the place of meeting for any annual meeting of the members or for any special
meeting.

Section 4. Notice of Meetings. Notice of meetings shall be given to all members entitled to vote at the
meeting not less than seven days prior to the meeting.

Section 5. Voting in Absentia. At all meetings, a member may vote in absentia in writing by the member
or by their duly authorized attorney in fact.

Section 6. Voting. At every meeting of the members, each member shall be entitled to vote in person, or
by proxy. Each member of the CCCG shall be entitled to one (1) vote by ballot.

Only members residing in the county of Catron shall have the right to vote for Directors. Those wishing to
run for Director and Directors running for re-election will be identified on the ballot. The person or
persons receiving the highest number of votes will become Board Director(s).

All members shall have the right to vote, upon demand of any member, upon any question before the
meeting. All questions will be decided by majority vote of the persons present in person or by proxy.

Section 7. Proxies. Every proxy shall be written, dated, and signed by the member or his duly authorized
attorney in fact. No proxy shall be valid after eleven (11) months from the date of its execution, unless
otherwise specifically provided for in the proxy. Each proxy shall be recoverable at the pleasure of the
member executing it.

Article VI: Board of Directors

Section 1. General Powers. The business and affairs of the CCCG shall be managed by the Board of
Directors. The original members of the Board of Directors shall be those individuals as designated in the
Articles of Incorporation; subsequent members of the Board of Directors shall be elected by the members.
The Board of Directors shall have full power to act on behalf of the CCCG as permitted by the statutes of
the State of New Mexico, the Articles of Incorporation and these by-laws as shall be amended from time to
time.

The Board of Directors shall manage the business and affairs of the CCCG by the mandate of the
Committee for Collaboration which meets approximately once a month as an open public forum.
